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PRAGUE WORLD CHAMPS 2009 — NEARLY 3000 ATHLETES TAK E PART !

The 9th World Dragon Boat Racing Championships held on the
Racice Regatta Course near Prague, set new records all round, when
2900 athletes in 134 crews, from 24 IDBF Members in 5 Continents
took part in 216 Championship Races, during 5 days of competition,
from the 26-30 August 2009.

China, won the Premier Nations Cup and Premier Women’s Trophy
with Canada retaining the Senior Cup and Singapore taking the Junior
Trophy. In the 200m Championship Grand Final, the Philippines in
Lane 3, recorded a time of 0.40.022 to win Gold from China in Lane 5
with a 0.40.125. Now that's a World Champs record to be proud of !!
600 athletes from 12 C ountries competed in the Junior Division
and with new Racing Classes for the U16s and U23s and over 900
Women competing , the sport is developing fast across all age and
gender groups. In total 14 Countries won World Championships
Medals across the Racing Divisions. Iran and India competed for the
first time. Next up is the 7th Club Crew World Champs in Macau from
28 July — 1 August 2010 — see you there!

16™ ASIAN GAMES DRAGON BOAT RACES — GUANGZHOU 2010

are held in Guangzhou, China. The races will be held from 18-20 Nov 2010, over 250, 500 and 1000
metres for Premier Open and Women'’s crews, under IDBF Racing Rules & Regulations. Mason Hung

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NEWS FROM THE IDBF MEMBERS CONGRESS - PRAGUE

Thirty-two Members were represented at the 2009 IDBF Congress held
in the Duo Hotel, Prague, Czech Republic on 29 August 2009.

The Congress Delegates heard reports on the preparations being
made for the World Championship Regattas in 2010 (Macau) and 2011
(Tampa Bay), as well as reports from the Executive President, the
Treasurer and the IDBF Commissions

In his opening speech to the Congress Mr Zhang Fagiang bade
Franco Chong, President Trinidad & farewell to the sport after 8 years as President and Chairman of the
Tobago DBA, gives a plaque tothe | Congress. He acknowledged the support given to the IDBF by the
Executive President, Mike Haslam Chinese Sports Authorities and the Chinese Olympic Committee.

Zhang Fagiang felt that where gaining membership of the GAISF, now SportAccord was concerned, this
support had been invaluable and that an important task now for the IDBF was to strengthen those ties and
also the sport, by establishing good relationships with Sport Accord Members and with the 10C.

In his own report the IDBF Executive President, Mike Haslam, in supporting the President’s views paid
tribute to Zhang Fagiang’s work on behalf of the sport and his contribution to its development. The EP also
paid tribute to retiring IDBF Vice President, Benjie Ramos Jnr, from the Philippines, for his work on behalf
of the Federation and in establishing an independent Dragon Boat Association in the Philippines.

IDBF NOW WADA COMPLIANT — CONGRESS ADOPT THE NEW AN TI-DOPING POLICY

Having submitted the revised IDBF Anti-Doping Policy to the World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) earlier in
the year Prof Bob McNamara, Chairman of the Medical Commission, was pleased to inform the Congress
that WADA had confirmed that the IDBF Policy was compliant with the WADA Anti-Doping Code.

The Congress endorsed the revised AD policy, which comes into effect on 1 January 2010 and will mean
that Out of Competition Testing will apply to IDBF athletes for the first time. An IDBF pool of Elite Athletes
will be established from those crews that qualified for the Premier Open, Women and Mixed 500m Grand
Finals at the World Championships in Prague and the selected paddlers notified accordingly.

IDBF DATA BASE AND REGISTRATION SYSTEM UNDER DEVELO PMENT

It takes time but finally it is on its way. Having a central data base of participants attending World
Championships and a registration system that can be carried forward from one event to another has
been an ongoing IDBF project for a number of years now but finally the system is coming together
under an IT working group led by Henning Wiekhorst in Germany and Andrew Den Hertog in Australia.
A pilot data base has been set up and is being tested for content, ease of use and compatibility with
other IT systems and if all goes well the final data base will go live in 2010 in time for the CCWC in
Macau. Once up and running crews will be able to register their race entries directly with the IDBF.

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RESOLUTION BY THE 2009 IDBF MEMBERS CONGRESS
ON THE GOVERNANCE OF DRAGON BOATING

In the interest of fostering good relationships wit hin the International Sports Community and as
the independently established and recognized Intern ational Federation specifically for Dragon
Boat Sport, the IDBF Members in their 2009 Congress held in Prague, adopted the following
resolution on the governance of Dragon Boating.

Prime Purpose: In the best interest of dragon boat participants at both national and international
level the IDBF shall concentrate its energies in developing dragon boat sport through its elected
representatives.

International Relationships
With regard to International Sports Federations and Organizations the IDBF will seek to:-

a. Develop friendly and open relationships.
b. Seek agreements in areas of common interest.

c. Establish a better understanding of Dragon Boating among international federations and
international organizations.

The IDBF Members

The IDBF as the specific International Federation for Dragon Boating shall:-
a. Maintain a unity of purpose amongst its members by working together for a common goal
within a democratic organization.
b. Promote and support the independence of the sport at national and international level.

The Status of the IDBF and the IDBF Member Organ izations.

As the GAISF member, International Federation specifically for dragon boat sport, the IDBF asks
all organizations to accept and respect the status, standing and authority of the IDBF and its
Member Organizations.

The IDBF states that between International Federations and organizations there should be mutual
understanding and respect. In the event that a federation or organization fails to recognize the
authority of the IDBF, the IDBF Members Congress reserves the right to respond in an appropriate
manner.

Future Vision.

The prime aim of the IDBF and its Members’ will be to adopt forward looking and innovative
approaches to establishing management systems and development goals that will ensure the
sustainability of the sport at all levels.
